The Registrar Accreditation Agreement (RAA), the contract governing the relationship between ICANN and accredited registrars, has been in
place since 2001. The Board initiated negotiations for a new RAA in October 2011, and requested an Issue Report from the GNSO at the
same time. The final version of the new RAA was approved by the Board in June 2013, thereby signifying that the RAA negotiations were
concluded. Per the Board’s 2011 request, the remaining issues, which were identified as those relating to privacy & proxy services and their
accreditation, were examined in a PDP. This IRT was formed to implement the PDP recommendations approved by the ICANN Board.
